To be listed in the Source Directory, qualified individuals or organizations should submit the following
information:

. A Source Directory Business Listing application form that includes a draft of the business
information in a format like other Source Directory listings’;

o A copy of the business owner’s tribal enrollment card (for a cooperative or tribal enterprise,
include a copy of the documents showing that the organization is formally organized under tribal, state,
or federal law).
